Job Description:

The Programmes Assistant reports to the Programmes Coordinator. The role of the Programmes Assistant
is to aid in the preparation and delivery of public programmes for diverse audiences on the subjects of
palacontology, biodiversity, and the human heritage and history of Tumbler Ridge and the Peace Region.
Weekend work is a requirement for this position.

This is a Young Canada Works position. Candidates must be enrolled in the YCW program. Start date
subject to funding approval.

Responsibilities:

e Identify materials and prepare program materials or kits for drop-in and camp activities.

e Process registrations.

e  Assist with set-up and clean-up activities.

e  Assist with program delivery including onsite, online, and outreach as required.

e  Assist with data collection and record keeping.

e Participate in enhanced cleaning activities including the sanitization of workspaces, shared
materials, and other shared spaces throughout the museum as required.
