· Research British Columbia curriculum and identify areas where the museum’s content can be linked strongly to curriculum requirements
· Consult with educators as appropriate and benchmark other transport and technology museums’ educational programming

· Select two different grades on which to base education programs
· Conceptualize and write two education programs that include:

· Detailed ‘agenda’ for delivery

· Script

· Worksheets/activities

· List of necessary supplies
· A one-page description of each program that can be distributed to educators for promotion

· Select artifacts that enhance the learning experience

· Other tasks as needed may include:

· Visitor Services and Museum Store coverage
