Following on the success of last year's virtual event, this year's edition will feature new videos that provide
a glimpse behind the curtain of participating sites. The videos will be shared throughout the week-long
event on Richmond Museum's social media channels, and available the following day on the museum
website’s new interactive map. Doors Open sites will also share original content on their social media
platforms, from virtual tours to fun facts about their organization or business. Visitors will be able to view
content through the hashtag #DoorsOpenRichmond on Facebook, Instagram, and Twitter.

Some highlights include: a tour of the Richmond Mosque, the first and largest mosque in BC; an inside
look at the broadcast station of Fairchild Television and Talentvision; a look at the interesting process of

street name selection by the City of Richmond'’s Property Records Clerk; and much more.
