The Canada-France Agreement on Museum Cooperation and Exchanges component of the Museums Assistance Program (MAP) is a reciprocal agreement that aims at creating and developing special, lasting ties between museums in Canada and France, enhancing skills and competencies of museum professionals through the sharing of best practices, and optimizing the implementation of joint projects. It also assists Canadian organizations in developing new international partnerships and in reaching new potential audiences for Canadian heritage and collections.
The Canada-France Agreement offers financial support to cover travel expenses for cooperation and exchange projects such as:
· exchange missions that promote professional development;

· exchange missions that aim to develop joint activities between Canadian and French museums;

· exchange missions that encourage experimentation, innovation, or the sharing of professional or technical expertise;

· research exchange missions on relevant heritage or museological topics.

Eligible organizations 

1. Incorporated non-profit Canadian museums which:

· provide services to the public year-round;

· employ the equivalent of at least one full-time paid professional staff;

· have policies for key museum functions; and
· have a current three to five-year strategic/business plan.
2. Incorporated non-profit Canadian service organizations whose membership relates to the museum sector (e.g., museums associations) which:
· provide services to the public year-round;

· employ the equivalent of at least one full-time paid professional staff; and
· have a current three to five-year strategic/business plan.
3.
Indigenous governing bodies or Indigenous organizations within Canada with a mandate to preserve and support First Nations, Inuit and/or Métis heritage.

Applications must be submitted in both countries: in Canada by the Canadian partner and in France by the French partner.
