Visitors are invited to explore their food heritage through “Stir the Pot.” This hands-on, 
family-friendly art activity is inspired by shared food, family recipes, and cooking 
traditions. Guided by our friendly staff, this creative activity offers a fun and meaningful 
way to connect across generations. Space is limited so pre-register to secure a table. 
 
Looking for more creative fun? Check out the Art Lab, where families can create together at 
their own pace using materials provided. This self-guided experience includes simple 
instructions and supplies. No registration is required, just drop in and start creating.
